All buyers must
undergo validation before
confirmation as a hosted
buyer. Upon approval of
hosting, an official
invitation will be issued
and a payment of
US$300 (non-refundable)
will be required as an
administrative fee.

Buyers attending ATF
2010 will be able to obtain
the latest information on
ASEAN tourism products
and services, establish
new business contacts
and learn about tourism
trends in the ASEAN
region.
